1) INSTALLING IIS

Estimated completion time: 10 minutes

In this exercise, you install Internet Information Services on your workgroup Server A computer, and create a simple home page so that your computer can function as a Web server.

1. Log on to your workgroup Server A as Administrator, using the password provided by your instructor.

2. Click Start, point to Control Panel, and click Add Or Remove Programs. The Add Or Remove Programs window appears.

3. Click Add/Remove Windows Components. The Windows Components Wizard appears.

4. In the Components list, click the Application Server entry (but do not select its check box), and then click Details. The Application Server dialog box appears.

5. Select the Internet Information Services (IIS) check box and the ASP.NET check box, and then click OK.

6. Click Next. The Configuring Components page appears as the wizard installs the new software.

If the wizard prompts you for the location of your Windows Server 2003 distribution files, remount the ISO image like you did during setup.

7. When the Completing The Windows Components Wizard page appears, click Finish.

8. Close the Add Or Remove Programs window.

9. Click Start, point to All Programs, point to Accessories, and then click Notepad. An Untitled — Notepad window opens.

10. In the Untitled — Notepad window, type the following:

<title>Hello, world.</title>

<body>

<hl>Hello, world.</hl>

</body> </html>

This simple Hypertext Markup Language (HTML) script will function as the initial content for your newly installed Web server.

11. From the File menu, select Save As. The Save As dialog box appears.
12. Using the Save In drop-down list, browse to the Inetpub\wwwroot folder on the computer’s system drive, and save the file using the name default.htm.
