3. In the Add Hardware dialog box, click Next.

4. When the Is the hardware connected? dialog box appears, click Yes, I have already connected the hardware, and then click Next.

5. In the Installed hardware list, click Add a new hardware device, and then click Next.

6. In the What do you want the wizard to do? list, click Install the hardware that I manually select from a list (Advanced), and then click Next.

7. In the Common hardware types list, click Network adapters, and then click Next.

8. In the Manufacturer list, click Microsoft.

9. In the Network Adapter list, click Microsoft Loopback Adapter, and then click Next twice.

10. If a message about driver signing appears, click Continue Anyway.

11. In the Completing the Add Hardware Wizard dialog box, click Finish, and then click OK.
12. Go to Start->Control Panel->Network Connections.

13. Right-click on the adapter which has Microsoft Loopback Adapter in its last line and click Properties

14. Double click on Internet Protocol
15. Select Use the following IP Address and enter the following…

1. IP address: 192.168.5.1
2. Subnet mask: 255.255.255.0

3. Default gateway: leave blank

Vista
1. Got to Control Panel and double-click on the Add Hardware icon.

2. Click Next

3. Select Install the hardware that I manually select from a list (Advanced) and click Next

4. Find Network Adapters in the list, select it, and click Next

5. In the Manufacturer list select Microsoft and in the Network Adapter List select Microsoft Loopback Adapter and then click Next

6. Click Next

7. Click Finish
8. Go to Control Panel and double click on Network and Sharing Center

9. In the left pane click on Manage Network Connections
10. Right-click on the adapter which has Microsoft Loopback Adapter in its last line and click Properties

11. Double click on Internet Protocol Version 4
12. Select Use the following IP Address and enter the following…

1. IP address: 192.168.5.1

2. Subnet mask: 255.255.255.0

3. Default gateway: leave blank

Windows 2003 (in your VM)
13. Go back over to your Virtual PC console select your machine and click on Settings
14. Select Networking in the Left pane and then on the right select Microsoft Loopback Adapter for Adapter 1

15. Click OK

16. Start your Virtual Machine

17. Once in your VM, go to to Start->Control Panel->Network Connections->Local Area Connection

18. Click on Properties

19. Double-click on Internet Protocol
20. Select Use the following IP Address and enter the following…
1. IP address: 192.168.5.2
2. Subnet mask: 255.255.255.0

3. Default gateway: leave blank
Back to Host machine (not VM)

Now, you should be able to go to IE on the host machine (not the VM) and type in http://192.168.5.2/ and the webpage from your VM web server should show up.
