Installing the Database-enabled webpage
1. Download the file ASPXWebpage.zip and put it on your VM.
2. Go to C:\inetpub\wwwroot\ in Explorer and delete everything that is in there.

3. Extract the files from the zipped folder to the wwwroot folder so that the files are just under this directory.
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4. Open up the file Default.aspx.vb using Wordpad and modify the connection string line towards the top…

Private connectionString As String = "Provider=SQLNCLI;Server=testserver1;Database=songs;Uid=sa;Pwd=test;"

…by entering the name of your server next to server, the name of your database next to database, and the password you entered when installing SQL Express.  This is the string the page will use to connect to the database.


5. Go to Start->Administrative Tools->Internet Information Services (IIS Manager)

6. Expand the plus sign next to your servername and expand the plus next to Web Sites.
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7. Right-click on Default Web Site and click properties.

8. Select the ASP.NET tab and next to ASP.NET Version, select 2.0.xxxxx

9. Press OK

10. Close IIS Manager

1. Back on your host machine, open up IE and type in http://192.168.5.2/Default.aspx (you should see a page like the following…
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2. Type in another song name and author and press Insert.

3. Take a screen capture of this and save to the same Word file.
You did it!  Now send the Word file to Dr. Townsend.
