Purpose of Scholarship


AITM awards two $750 scholarships annually. We acknowledge the primary goal of our Association is education. We also acknowledge the need for information systems and qualified people to manage them is continuing to spiral. These needs will be locally filled largely for the graduating students of our area schools. We hope this scholarship will prove to be an investment in the systems profession in Iowa by providing a promising "systems professional" with some financial assistance while completing their studies in systems management and information technology.

The Applicant

The applicant should demonstrate the following qualities and skills:

1) Be beginning their final year of class work during the 2002-2003 academic year and be completing a major relating to information systems, data processing, or computer science.

2) Have maintained a grade point of 3.0 or better of a 4.0 scale during college.

3) Demonstrate a relationship with AITM through student membership or through the membership of a parent, guardian, or grandparent.

4) Demonstrate a desire to be involved in systems work via an affiliation with an information systems student organization or part-time employment in a systems related job.

5) Demonstrate an ability to set goals and achieve them.

6) Demonstrate an ability for good time management.

7) Demonstrate career goals encompassing the development and/or management of information systems.

To be considered the student should submit the following by April 15, 2002:

1) Completed application. 

2) An essay in line with the intent of the scholarship, limited to 300 words, describing why the applicant should be considered for the scholarship.

3) A letter of reference from a faculty member at their institution.

4) A college transcript through the student's most recently completed term.
