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Majestic Airwaves is a non-profit organization designed to bring quality commercial-free Christian radio to the Ames community.  Current fund raising efforts are focused on the maintenance and marketing of the current translator, K290AJ, that broadcasts at 105.9 FM.   Future goals will require MAW to raise $70,000 for the construction of a new radio tower.  This also means that MAW must establish a system to keep accurate records of all the donor contacts and charitable gifts as well as the projects to which gifts may be applied.

A relational database for MAW must capture general biographical data about the donors and allow the organization to map their network of family and friends, including employers (or businesses owned) and group affiliation (e.g., church membership).  All methods of contact must be included (e.x., phone, e-mail) with contact preferences indicated.  MAW is also interested in capturing the donor's listening habits as it pertains to the translator station.  Some donors may, for example, live in Ames and donate because they listen, others may hear about the translator in Ames via other means and may donate for other reasons.  It should also be noted that some donors are individuals while others might be groups or ognizations.  For example, one current donor is a church.  
The donor record should show when and how the individual was contacted by MAW, by whom, and what was discussed.  On the gift side, the database must indicate the type of gift, when it was made, the purpose of the gift, and what triggered the gift response. Ideally, the database would be integrated with a word processing system that would merge the data for generating gift receipts and personalized correspondence.

Bonus features: access privileges.  Access to modify the gift records should be protected.  All information should be available to view by those with general access privileges with some having additional privileges to change contact or biographical information.
