Courses Taught

Social Entrepreneurship:  This undergraduate course introduces students to issues related to the launch of new non-profit ventures that are oriented toward social causes.

International Entrepreneurship:  This graduate course covers issues related to launching a new business in a foreign country.  Cultural, legal, foreign exchange, and finance issues are, for example, integrated into the business start-up process.  Offered as an online course to study abroad students summer 2009.
Technology Transfer and Feasibility Analysis: This graduate course covers issues related to de-risking new technology.  Topics covered include intellectual property, public assistance for technology transfer, scope and process of technology transfer, risk assessment, and feasibility analysis.  Student teams worked with new technology-based companies in identifying market opportunities and modes of market entry.

Managing New Ventures: The course focused on identifying new market opportunities resource acquisition and the organizational activities associated with launching a new firm.  

Financing New Ventures: The course focused on the financing of new technology-based ventures.  Students worked with new companies in identifying market opportunities and financial strategies for new technology.

Entrepreneurship: The graduate level course emphasized the development of a business plan.  Students identified and evaluated a business opportunity, performed analysis of the potential business, and prepared a formal business plan.

International Finance: The course consisted of lectures, problem solving, in-class discussions, video presentations, semester projects, and an extensive computer simulation of the international currency markets.  The course was taught as part of the Fulbright Teaching Awards at Consortium International University (Italy), Masarykova Univerzity v Brne and Instituto de Technologico y de Estudios Superiores de Monterrey.  In addition, the course was taught to faculty at the Instituto de Technologico y de Estudios Superiores de Monterrery - Campus Estado de Mexico. 

Investments: The course emphasized the application of theory. Students managed $500,000 portfolio of securities using the Stock-Trak Portfolio Simulation service.  

Advanced Financial Management (in Czech Republic): Course content included market economics, business development, capital market theory, working capital management and valuation. The course was oriented to the conditions that existed in the Czech Republic. 

Options (in Mexico): Course content included development of the options market in the U.S.A., potential for the development of the options market in Mexico, and the use options strategies for speculation and hedging.

Financial and Capital Markets (in Mexico): Course content included the nature of the U.S.A. financial and capital markets, an overview of a free market economic system, market segments, flow of capital, and development of the economic system in Mexico.

Investments Seminar: This second level course included a package of assigned readings that were discussed in class.  No textbook was used. The course was eliminated due to curriculum reorganization.

Corporate Finance Seminar: This course was a second level seminar on corporate finance.  Course content included a package of assigned readings that were discussed in class.

Introductory Financial Management: Course content included financial markets, valuation, cost of capital, long term and short term financial decisions, financial statement analysis, capital structure and dividend policy.

Program Development
Business Program in Spain:  This is a six week language-based entrepreneurship program at the University of Alicante, Spain.  The program integrates lectures, tours of Spanish companies, and cultural activities.  
Iowa Small Business and Entrepreneurship Symposium: Expanding Your Horizons:  These 1998 and 1999 statewide symposiums included faculty, student, economic development, business participants.  The objective of the symposium was to disseminate information and enhance the link between the academic and public support sectors in Iowa.

Study Tour to Mexico:  A student study tour offered during May, 1997, 1998, 1999, and 2000.  Students studied for two weeks at the ITESM campuses in several cities in Mexico. The study tour activities included presentations, company tours and cultural activities. 

Financial Management for Ukrainian Managers:  A one week program for visiting financial managers from three Ukrainian seed companies.  The program covered finance, accounting and business planning issues related to launching new ventures in a market economy. 

Financing New Ventures in a Market Economy:  A one week course for faculty at Nizhni Novgorod State Agricultural Academy (Russia) during October, 1996. Course content included finance theory, application of financial theory and small business finance.

Business Creation a Market Economy:  A two week program for faculty at Nizhni Novgorod State Agricultural Academy (Russia) during March, 1996.  The program was jointly developed with Russian faculty and included topics such as identifying opportunities, raising capital and writing business plans. 

Shaping the Future:  A strategic planning program has been offered to Iowa CEOs each year since 1992.  The year long program focuses on assisting Iowa firms to develop and implement a strategic plan. 

Entrepreneurship Certificate Program:  A three week program given at the AgroInstitute (Slovakia) during Fall, 1994.  The program was given to secondary school teachers, and included topics such as market economics, business creation, marketing, human resource management financial management.  The program included a tour of Slovak businesses. 

Operating a Business in a Market Economy:  A series of lectures presented during Fall, 1994, at Masarykova Univerzity v Brne (Czech Republic) to business people, faculty and students.  The program included lectures on topics such as financial management, marketing and business creation in a market economy. 

Capital Markets and Business Operations:  A program presented to faculty at the Instituto de Technologico y de Estudios Superiores de Monterrey (Mexico) during Winter, 1991.  The program included topics such as organization and role of financial markets, stock markets, bond markets, futures markets and options markets in a market economy. 

Finance for Nonfinancial Managers:  A program for practitioners covering the basics of financial management and decision-making.

Investment Planning and Strategies:  A program offered during 1984, 1985, and 1986 to the public.  The program included presentations on understanding alternative investments, investment planning and investment management.
